1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

2. MATTERS ARISING FROM LAST REPORT

Clirs Clare Fardell and Clive Parkinson entered the meeting

(@) Provision of Allotments

The last contact with South Gloucestershire Council had been in October and it was felt
that the matter should have been progressed by now. It was agreed that the deputy
contact Chris Cox and request to be informed f any progress that may have been made
on the matter.

(b) Making Thornbury Greener

() Part Night Lighting

Andy Porter had informed that he wished to set up a consultation group and asked for
two members of committee to attend if they wished. CllIrs Clive Parkinson and Guy
Rawlinson volunteered and their names would be forwarded to Andy



(i) Solar Photovoltaic Panels On Town Hall

The deputy clerk reported that she had not been able to source any funding for the
project and after some discussion it was agreed that investigations be opened with
approved contractors to obtain costings etc.

(iii) Cutting 10% of Emissions in 2010

The Greener Thornbury group were still considering the matter

(c) Highway Works

() Uneven Paving Slabs — Nat West Bank

There had been no further progress on this matter and it was agreed to follow the
matter up with South Gloucestershire Council

Clir Benj Emmerson entered the meeting

(i) Castle Court Highway

The potholes had been repaired and the area added to the resurfacing list at South
Gloucestershire Council. It was agreed to remove this item from the agenda.

(iii) _Works to Be Carried Out by South Gloucestershire Council In Next Financial
Year

Members were pleased that Siblands Road had been repaired. They requested that the
deputy clerk enquire if South Gloucestershire Council would be adding additional
finances to their budget for the extra repairs required due to the bad state of the
highways following last winter.

(d) RUPPS
Clir Benj Emmerson reported that Paul Jaggard had been mapping Thornbury with gps
which was not as efficient as the paper and footwork that members had carried out. It

was agreed to finish the project this summer.

(e) Christmas Card 2009

There was no further progress on this matter.

(f) Seats on Streamside Walk

(i)  Provision Of Seat on Gloucester Road To Morton Way

A licence had not been received but a seat was in stock. It was agreed to contact Ollie
Mann and inform him that we were going to site the seat and enquire as to the licence.



(i) Request For Removal Of Seat — St Davids Road To Gloucester Road.

Members were informed that a reply from 6" form council at Castle School as to their
ideas on reducing the amount of litter in the areawas awaited. The deputy was
contacting South Gloucestershire Council in an attempt to have the litterbin replaced by
the seat. Having been informed of the problem the police had attempted,
unsuccessfully, to contact the resident concerned and the problem had been logged
with the antisocial behaviour officer. The deputy clerk had then informed the resident of
the actions taken. The resident was still unhappy with the situation and it was agreed to
pass all contact details to both the police and the resident in the hope that they could
meet to discuss the matter.

() Provision of Cycle Rack In Upper High Street

The racks were now installed and it was agreed to remove this item from the agenda.

(h) Trees In Poulterbrook

After much discussion it was agreed to inform the playing fields and cemetery
committee that the woodman would remove the trees for free and suggest that they
contact the Falcons who had briefly discussed cutting the tress themselves.

() Big Spring Clean

Members were informed that the spring clean would take place on Sunday 18" April at
10.00am on Streamleaze Green. CllIr Clive Parkinson suggested that perhaps residents
in the area could be informed in the hope that they may help. It was agreed that flyers
were produced for members to deliver in the next week. It was also hoped to have an
article in the Gazette.

() Signs Streamside Walk

The deputy clerk had met with a member of staff at Castle School to discuss the way
forward with the project. It was decided that the students would not be able to carry out
the design work etc. until 14™ July when it was opportunities week in the school. They
would present their ideas to committee when they were ready.

A summary had not been published and it was agreed to remove this item from the
agenda.

(n) Environmental Forum Meeting Report

The chairman had attended this meeting and was interested in the item on part street
lighting as carried out at Charfield. It had been a success in Charfield and he hoped
that Thornbury would be as successful. The speaker from Charfield had given several
comments and suggested that advertising the event and consultation as widely as
possible was a great help.

Barbara Day informed members that Sustainable Thornbury were holding an Ecofair in
the Chantry on Saturday 22" May which would be a good venue to publicise the
planned scheme.

(o) English Heritage — Open Doors

The deputy Clerk informed members that she would be registering the Town Hall in the
near future.

(p) Bus Services Affecting Thornbury

As yet there appeared not to have been a change in funding which would result in
services through Thornbury being cut.

(@) Licence For Tree Warden To Carry Out Works

A draft licence to enable the Tree Warden to carry out improvement works to an area at
the Hacket was tabled for members comment. In the tree wardens report, Judith gave
details as to how works would proceed and how funding for the project would be
sought. After much discussion members agreed that it was a very complex agreement
and that under the ACCENT scheme perhaps Judith and her colleagues would be able
to clear and plant the area with consent from South Gloucestershire Council, as
landowners. It was agreed that Ollie Mann be contacted with this proposal and a site
meeting with all interested parties be called.
